1. Make UC Engine connections as shown in the following illustration.
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Primary: 6 ft (1.8 m) HDMI cable
Secondary: 6 ft (1.8 m) DisplayPort

2. Make network, content ingest, laptop, and power connections on the bottom of the conference device. Connect the conference device's power
supply to an AC power outlet.

Therefore, to view the following instructions, use
the conference room display connected to the UC Engine.

e Activation Code:
a. Select Enter Activation Code.

b. Enter the 16-digit activation code provided by the
IT administrator managing the Zoom portal to activate the
Zoom Room assigned to the activation code. The Zoom Rooms
Conference Room screen is shown on the display.

e Signlin:
a. Select Sign In.
b. Enter the Zoom Room credentials and tap Sign In.

c. Select the conference room name from the list and tap Next.
The Zoom Rooms Conference Room screen is shown on the
display.

5. Visit the Zoom portal, navigate to Room Management > Zoom
Rooms > (Room Name) > Room Settings > Rooms Profile > Devices.

6. Enable the Use Windows-attached Zoom Rooms Controller with
specific Windows Monitor Hardware IDs setting.
